Following his debut in England, Felipe went on to dance at
Sadlers Wells, the House of Commons and has appeared with the
English National Opera at London’s Colliseum.

Felipe is in constant demand both as a performer and teacher,
and has gained a formidable reputation as one of London’s
leading flamenco dancers.

Noelia Sabarea started to dance her first flamenco steps at the tender age
of six. Today, she has a vast and rich reserve of professional experience
both in the field of training as a mentor of Flamenco dance and also as a
performer in the varied artistic facets of the show.

Noelia has trained with an illustrious list of professors, including Merche
Esmeralda, Antonio Canales, Eva “Yerbabuena”, Milagros Mengíbar,
Manolo Marín, Rafael Campallo, Manuel Betanzos and Rafael del Carmen.

Internationally, her tour appearances include Norway (Tronso), Poland
(Lodz), Italy (Palermo), France (Paris), USA (New York, Connecticut, Boston,
Missouri etc), Algeria (Argel, Batna) and Japan (Tokio, Osaka, Kyoto).
Appearances throughout Spain include such famous theatres as the Teatro
Calderon and Teatro Real in Madrid, and various festivities and events
organised by different town halls: highlights include Alcalá de Henares,
the Joseph Segarra Theatre in Barcelona, Llodio, Baracaldo, Murcia (as a
guest artist at the competition of La Unión), Sevilla (Tablao Los Gallos,
Palacio Andaluz and La Casa de la Memoria), and Jimena (during the
renowned International Music Festival). She has performed in various
programmes for Spanish television (RTVE), Canal Sur, and on Latin-
American and Japanese television. In the Competition for Young Dancers
in the Bicentenary of Seville she won a place in the semi-finals.

She has also created, directed and staged two of her own shows:
Filigranas and Aborigen; the latter greatly delighted the audience at its
premiere and earned Noelia the laurels of the Flamenco Dance.
